Honorable Mr. President !
On the basis of common arrangements at the meeting, dated the 21st of October 2010, we have become convinced (illusory, as it appeared) that matters of the shelter in Dyminy will be taken care of, as you assured, as soon as possible and in accordance with the law.

Unfortunately - the reality was different.
21st of October 2010 District Veterinary Officer and a representative of TOZ (Society for the Protection of animals), who went to the shelter to prepare a memo about the current condition of the animals - were not admitted to the shelter. The decision to ban was made by Mr. Klikowicz, who was present at the time in the shelter. Thereby he prevented implementation of arrangements made with you on the previous day. The vet and the representative of TOZ for several hours were unsuccessfully trying to get to the shelter (during designated hours of its opening). Mr. Klikowicz has ignored as well the intervention of the police. At the same time a hectic construction work lasted at the shelter, for which the shelter didn’t not have a building inspection approval.
One of the agreements has been broken already next day after our meeting, not to mention the fact that the law has been broken. A meeting of pro- animal organizations was held in front of the shelter on the 23rd of October 2010. The aim was to enter the shelter to make sure that animals are not harmed and that they are under adequate care. Representatives of the Kielce TOZ wanted at the same time to establish the quantitative status of the animals at 23rd of October.
TV journalists present at the site had the opportunity to register how the law is violated in Kielce, inertia of the police and illegal actions of the shelter management.  Notified several times during many hours of waiting in front of the shelter, police has ignored requests for assistance in order to enter the shelter.

Anonymous announcements started to appear on the information board, embarrassing and voided of any legal basis. (Picture attached).
25th of October 2010-   admission to the shelter for the district veterinarian and the representative of the TOZ / Kielce Anna Studzinski was again denied today.

So we have an obvious example, for the existence of a "country within a country" and the shelter is extraterritorial, where Polish law does not apply just the "law" of  Solecki-Klikowicz team. It also turned out that the dignity and authority of the President of the City have been battered and exposed for a laughing stock. Your word means nothing.

In interviews given by you, you disregard the problem which arose as a result of many years of criminal actions of Enterprises of municipal services in collaboration with the head of the shelter. Let me illustrate to you the facts of today.

The whole of Poland already knows about the site of the massacre in Dyminy but  Europe also knows it. Pro-animal organizations and private people from many European countries are sending protests and manifestations of indignation to the highest levels of government and institutions in our country. Also partner cities are notified. I am not convinced that you solicited for such a promotion and fame of the city.

Indignation of the people is common, and events of the last days have heightened it.
I expect that appreciating the seriousness of the situation you will take serious decisions and will be able to enforce them even from  all-powerful K. Solecki and his accomplices.                                                       
I expect that our common arrangements will be achieved.

I expect that it is Mr. President, through its decisions and firmness in their enforcement will make the animal shelter in Dyminy become a  real shelter and will be a showcase of the city.
I continue to declare a willingness to cooperate and assist in any repair actions.
